Runnymede is part 

of Toronto Confer-

ence, a regional 

organisational unit 

in the United 

Church of Canada.  
 

 Our ministers are 

responsible to Toronto West Presbytery, a smaller 

organisational unit of churches within the Confer-

ence. 
 

In matters concerning the congregation, the con-

gregation is the highest authority.  Decisions are 

made by an elected Board that meets monthly. 
 

Committees and Planning Teams deal with their 

own areas: Finance , Ministry and Personnel, 

Trustees, Stewardship, Youth, Worship. 
 

Small Group leaders plan Spiritual Growth activi-

ties; The ACTS small group generates Outreach 

and Social justice activity. 
 

Ad Hoc Planning Teams do fundraisers, and 

events such as Dinners, Auctions, Craft Sale.  

Task Forces are sometimes formed to deal with 

particular issues, e.g. Communications, Narthex 

Renovation.
